· Two exotic properties in the Exclusive Island 
Hotels & Resorts collection are offering free nights 
this fall.

USA 3000 also flies to Bermuda, the Dominican Republic and Melbourne, Fla.; some service is 
seasonal. 

· Fly nonstop from Dulles to Cincinnati on Delta for $198 round trip (plus about $21 taxes). Sale is 
good for travel through Dec. 12. (Holiday blackouts apply.) Book by Aug. 30; 14-day advance 
purchase and minimum two-night stay required. Other airlines are matching, but round-trip nonstop 
fare is typically about $410.
